All I hear is the machine, the rotary cutter or just my own 
thoughts.  Medical science calls this a hyper focus. Musicians call it their 
groove. I call it bliss.   
 
Find your inner bliss, groove or zone…  catch that wave and ride it. 
Quilters are a whole new breed unto themselves.
